 Power of attorney (authorization given by 
the client to the customs agent) – original 
hardcopy required.

 U.S. made cars may need technical 
modification. 
 

 The shipper should own the car for at least 6 
months before moving to Hungary. 

 After customs clearance the car has to be 
checked at ‘Technical Test Station”. Only 
cars that meet the European standards can 
pass technical test.

 Declaration from the shipper that he/she has 
possessed the vehicle for more than six 
months. Original hardcopy required. 

 Photos  from the 4 sides of the vehicle, the 
speed meter and serial number.

Alcohol   Same as Removal Goods.   Contact your destination agent for details. 

Tobacco   Maximum quantity allowed to be imported: 
 500 cigarettes. 
 50 cigars or 500 gr. tobacco. 

 

Medicine   Imported duty-free with the general 
practitioner’s written confirmation that the 
kind and quantity of the medicine is 
necessary to the treatment of the client. 

 

Foodstuff    Contact the destination agent for details. 

Plants and vegetable products  Same as for Removal Goods. 
 Phytosanitary certificate. Please, contact 

your local FIDI agent for more details when 
planning to move plants.  

  

Dogs, cats, birds  As for Removal Goods. 
 Veterinary certificate. Please, contact your 

local FIDI agent for more details when
